It’s not always easy to be honest. You’ll probably mess up and tell a 
lie that hurts someone else. When you do, it’s important to ask for 
forgiveness. This is so important to God He wants us to ask the 
other person to forgive us even BEFORE we give Him an offering! 
Asking forgiveness may be the only way to repair a broken relation-
ship. It’s not easy to admit when we’re dis-
honest, but it’s the best way to handle a 
situation when you know you’re in the wrong.
